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The art of petrolyphs has been intrest to human societies for a long time. One of the prominent 

to this valley, various motifs have been carved, including human, scorpion, dog, goat, bird, 

of the riverside, which seems that the artists of this gorge intended to tell stories. In order to 
understand the concepts and meanings of these motifs, it is necessary to know the symbolic 

rock motifs and analyze their meaning based on the iconographic method, and it seeks to 

and library observation with a historical and analytical approach, based on examining the 
details and drawing style of the motifs. So far, it is not possible to accurately date these motifs 
with the help of laboratory methods, and only with the traditional comparative approach and 
content analysis of the motifs, a relative history for these motifs can be proposed. 
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
